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Past International President
Jim Ervin called on the world
to elect Lion Sid L. Scruggs III
as 2nd vice president of the
International Association of
Lions Clubs.

Ervin seconded the recom-
mendation of the Nominating
Committee that the past inter-
national director from North
Carolina become the next vice
president in Lions Clubs.

Ervin stepped aside and
Scruggs approached the po-
dium. Sounding slightly
hoarse, the Vass Lion outlined
his reasons for wanting to
serve in a leadership capacity
on the international level. Elec-
tion rules limited Scruggs to
speak for only five minutes.

When Scruggs finished he
was blasted with thunderous
applause and a demonstration
of support by North Carolina’s
delegation and led by the Thai-
land Lions. Lions from across
the Southeastern United States
joined in as the Lions paraded
through the asiles of the con-
vention hall.

Led by two oriential dragons
and young Thai men dressed
in traditional costumes beating
large drums, the procession of
supporters advanced on the
main stage where Sid and Judy
were standing.

For 15 minutes the deafen-
ing sound of drums, music and

applause filled the Impact Cen-
ter as thousands of delegates
stood and cheered. The proces-
sion marched past the stage
with the Lions waving signs
displaying Scrugg’s picture.

Behind the stage was a large
television screen bearing a
photograph of the former inter-
national director. Underneath
the words “vice president” pre-
dicted the immediate future.

Candidate Scruggs was
flanked by other international
officers, past international
presidents and past interna-
tional directors, each offering
him congratulations.

“This is one of the most ex-
citing and memorable days of
my life,” Scruggs said. “I want
to thank everyone who has had
a part in helping me reach my
goal in life.”

Delegates will vote on a slate
of 20 officers Friday. Scruggs
is uncontested in the race for
vice president.
