Seventeen other Lions were
elected as international direc-
tors representing multiple geo-
graphic regions in the world.
Delegates approved several
Constitutional amendments

including the creation of two
vice governors positions in
each district.

More than 18,000 Loins and
guests were registered at this
year’s convention. More than
4,800 voted Friday.

Scruggs officially started his
duties Friday, attending his
first meeting of the Interna-
tional Board of Directors.

Following the Bangkok con-
vention, Scruggs will remain
overseas attending more meet-
ings. He is scheduled to return
home in a couple of weeks.
